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South of Hubley 
On Hubley Lake Road near Flake Brook there is a large Crown land bloc that was excluded from the FBLWA 
candidacy area apparently because it lies on the west side of Hubly Lake Road.  There is no good ecological 
reason to allow this land to be developed, and it provides an excellent buffer to the wilderness area.  This 
piece of land should be included in the protected area. 
 

2. Lake of the Woods Subdivision 
On Silver Birch Drive in the Lake of the Woods subdivision there is a portage trail from Black Point Lake to 
Frederick’s lake that was excluded from the FBLWA candidacy area.  This is an important portage route 
between these two lakes and provides important access to the FBLWA.  We wish to stress that this portage 
route from Blackpoint to Frederick Lake is a critical link in a w ell-used major canoe route that goes from The 
Bluff Trailhead at Cranberry Lake to Blackpoint to Frederick to Five Island to Hubley Big to Upper Five Bridge 
to Middle Five Bridge to Big Five Bridge to Moores to Tiddling to Shad to Nine Mile River to the ocean at 
Shad Bay. That is, this one portage is a link in a long traditional route from the headwaters of the Woodens 
River watershed into another watershed and into the ocean.  Remove that link and you destroy a three day 
recognized wilderness canoe trip minutes away from the urban centre. This parcel of land should be 
included in the protected area. 
 

3. Head of The Bluff Trail 
Near the head of The Bluff Wilderness Hiking Trail lies a piece of land owned by NS Department of 
Transportation and Infrastructure.   This piece of land should be included in the protected area to ensure 
that the entrance to the Bluff Trail is not left in isolation or without legal access. 

 
4. Land to the South of Timberlea 

The piece of Crown Land between the north Side of Highway 103 and the south side of Highway 3 is critical 
to provide connectivity to the Blue Mountain Birch Cove Protected Area.  This piece of land should be 
included in the protected area. 
 

5. Boundary abutting the HRM Western Commons Wilderness Commons 
We ask that the Department of Environment take definitive measures to coordinate planning with HRM 
along the Nine Mile River to ensure an appropriate interface with the proposed Western Commons 
Wilderness Commons, not only on both sides of the Nine Mile River but also the future use of the public 
landfill.  We call attention to the many environmental stresses that currently affect the Nine Mile River, 
which in turn affect the important fishing waters of the Shad Bay. 
 

6. Connectivity with the Terrance Bay Wilderness Area 
We ask that the Department of Environment take definitive measures to ensure connectivity to other blocks 
of public land such as the Terence Bay Wilderness Area. 
 

7. Blind Bay Park Reserve 
The Blind Bay Park Reserve is an important canoe and kayak put-in point and is an important coastal area for 
picnics and other soft recreation.   This parcel of land should be included in the protected area.
